	Vocal Skills & Strategies
	Effectively and creatively uses a range of vocal effects, including tone, pace, pitch, volume
	Addresses TUSC members and any other adult present.  Introduces him/herself and states the purpose of his/her talk. 
	Provides limited information about self and purpose of his/her talk. Introduces their topic, but too briefly, and not necessarily in a creative way.
	Jumps into speech before introduction.  There really is no introduction at all!

	Non-Verbal Cues 
	Looks relaxed and confident, moving around when appropriate. Establishes eye contact with TUSC members during the presentation.  
Uses appropriate facial expressions and gestures.
	Sometimes looks up from notes and establishes eye contact with most of the TUSC members during the presentation. 
Uses appropriate facial expressions and gestures.
	Sometimes stands up straight and establishes eye contact. May only look at one or two people. Does not use much facial expression or gestures. 
	Slouches and/or does not look up from written materials during the presentation. No eye contact, facial expressions, or gestures used.

	Clarity & Coherence
	Communicates in a thorough, clear, coherent manner, using a structure and style appropriate to the “Role”. Demonstrates a thorough understanding of the topic, by answering any questions that arise.
	Communicates in a clear manner, using a structure appropriate to the “Role”. Demonstrates a good understanding of the topic. Follows role description. 
	Speaker shows a good understanding of parts of the topic. Some effort has been put into this presentation. Some parts were done “off the cuff”.
	Speaker shows limited understanding of the topic.  Effort is not very evident. Presentation was done “off the cuff”.

	Listening Skills
	Consistently shows interest in other speakers during their presentations. (focus and facial gestures). Has some questions, demonstrating interest.
	Is an active listener for most of the presentations. Makes no distracting noises or movements.  
	Occasionally paying attention, but a bit side-tracked and distracting.  (May need to work harder at showing respect.) 
	Doesn’t pay much attention, and makes distracting noises or movements. Puts head down. Disrespectful at times.

	Learning Skills: 

Responsibility, Initiative, & Self-Regulation
	Student was ready to go, followed job instructions and had all the materials ready beforehand. Took the initiative to go beyond what was needed for the Role. Was respectful & listening to all presentations
	Student was ready to go, followed job instructions and had most of the materials ready, but not beforehand. The student did exactly what was expected of them. Was respectful & listened to most presentations
	The student followed some of the instructions, but left out certain things they should have done. The student needs to read more carefully, or prepare more fully for their job. Was given several reminders to pay attention.

	The student clearly has not followed what was expected of them for their job. They seem unclear on what it was that they were actually meant to do.  Several things are missing from their presentation.
